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Echoes of Freedom

On a warm October morning in 1930,
the streets of Sabarmati were alive with
anticipation. The villagers had gathered
in small groups, whispering about the
day that had begun to hold deep meaning
for every Indian yearning for freedom.
It was the second of October. The air
was thick with a sense of reverence
as people prepared to celebrate the
birth of Mahatma Gandhi, the man who
had become a beacon of hope for the
oppressed.

Mahatma Gandhi, clad in his simple
dhoti, was sitting under a large banyan
tree near the ashram. He was engrossed
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in adiscussion with some of his closest
followers, including Jawaharlal Nehru
and Sardar Patel. His calm demeanorand
piercing eyes reflected the quiet strength
that had come to define him. Though
his body was frail from countless fasts
and imprisonments, his spirit remained
unbreakable.

Asthe sun climbed higher in the sky, more
people began to gather at the ashram,
eager to hear the Mahatma speak. It
was a day of reflection, a day to renew
their commitment to the struggle for
independence.
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Mahatma Gandhi rose to his feet, the
crowd falling silent as he began to speak.
His voice, though soft, carried the weight
of truth and compassion.

"Today, we celebrate not just my birth, he
began, but the birth of a movement—a
movement rooted in truth, non-violence,
and the belief that every human being has
the right to live with dignity. Our fight is
not againstthe British people, but against
the system of oppression that denies us
our freedom.”

The crowd listened intently, hanging on
to his every word. Gandhi ji spoke of the
importance of unity, of standing together
as one nation regardless of caste, creed,
orreligion. He urged them to embrace the
path of non-violence, even in the face of
brutality.

As he continued, Gandhiji's voice took on
atone of urgency. "The road ahead will not
be easy. We will face many challenges,
and there will be times when we feel

The crowd burst in applause, moved
by the sincerity and conviction in his
words. For many, this day was more than
a celebration; it was a reminder of their
collective strength and resolve.

Asthe day drew to a close, the people of
Sabarmati returned to their homes, their
hearts filled with renewed determination.
Mahatma Gandhi too retreated to the
quiet of his ashram, knowing that the
journey to freedom was far from over.
But he also knew that with each passing
year, the spirit of this day would continue
toinspire millions to carry on the struggle
for a better India.
