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Introduction

The National Book Trust, India is an apex body established by 
the Government of India in the year 1957 for the promotion of 
books and developing reading habit in the country.

Publishing
Publishing forms a major activity of the Trust. It publishes a 
wide variety of reasonably priced quality books ranging from 
works of fiction to books on Medical Sciences and cutting edge 
technology for all segments of the society and for all age groups, 
including a wide variety of illustrated books for children. Over 
the years, the Trust’s determined efforts in developing a strong 
and inclusive policy towards publishing is also apparent in the 
variety of books published for visually handicapped and the 
neo-literates.

The Trust publishes books in all major Indian languages, which 
includes Asamiya, Bangla, English, Gujarati, Hindi, Kannada, 
Kashmiri, Malayalam, Manipuri, Maithili, Marathi, Nepali, 
Odia, Punjabi, Sindhi, Tamil, Telugu and Urdu. In addition to 
this, the Trust also publishes books in minor languages like Ao 
Naga, Bhojpuri, Bhili, Bhatari, Halbi, Himachali, Kokborok, 
Khasi, Garo, Lepcha, Bhutia, Magahi, Mising, Limboo, Mizo, 
Newari, Bodo and Tibetan among others.

During the period under review 680 titles were published by the 
Trust. These included 98 originals, 77 translations, 488 reprints 
and 17 revised editions. 
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New Initiatives 
As a part of its efforts to promote books and reading habit across the country and 
abroad, the Trust took some new initiatives during the financial year 2015–16. Some of 
the major new initiatives include:

Introduction of a new series of books for children, namely Veergatha series. The books 
in the series seek to introduce the great acts of bravery of the Param Veer Chakra 
awardees to instill a sense of inspiration and patriotism in children at an early age. 
Introduced on 26 January 1950, the Param Veer Chakra (PVC) is the highest gallantry 
award for officers and other enlisted personnel of all military branches of India for 
the highest degree of valour in the presence of the enemy. The books include Major 
Somnath Sharma (1947 war), Major Shaitan Singh (1962 war), CQMH Abdul Hamid (1965 
war), Second Lieutenant Arun Khetarpal (1971 war) and Lieutenant Manoj Kumar Pandey 
(1999 Kargil war).

Another new initiative by the Trust is the Women Pioneers series which aims to bring to 
light as well as project the work and contribution of eminent Indian women in different 
walks of life like art, culture, literature, science, socio-religious reforms, freedom 
movement, etc. Each title of this sub-series under the National Biography series of the 
Trust, is written for the general reader with the view to develop new perspectives on 
the contemporary discourses pertaining to Indian culture, civilization and endeavours 
for nation-building. Some of the books published under the series include Kanaklata 
Barua, Rani Chennamma, Rani Rudrama Devi, Rani Laxmibai and Sister Nivedita.

Besides, the Trust has also launched a new series of books titled Navlekhan to promote 
young writers. Under this series, the writings of young authors across languages, 
who are below forty and whose work has not been published before, were brought 
in various languages. Anthologies of short stories of young writers were published 
in Asamiya, Bangla, Gujarati, Hindi, Kannada, Malayalam, Marathi, Odia, Tamil and 
Telugu.

In a significant initiative in cultural diplomacy, the Government of India and the 
Government of People’s Republic of China have put forward an ambitious translation 
programme ‘India China Translation Programme’ that includes translation of select 25 
classical and contemporary literary works from Chinese into Hindi and Indian literary 
works into Chinese. To give effect to this initiative a Memorandum of Understanding 
was signed between the Ministry of External Affairs, Government of India and the 
State Administration of Press, Publication, Radio, Film and Television of the People’s 
Republic of China on Cooperation in Mutual Translation and Publication of classic and 
contemporary works.  It was signed during the visit of Premier Li Keqiang to India. 
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The project of taking forward the programme was given to National Book Trust, India. 
To implement this project the External Publicity and Public Diplomacy Division of 
Ministry of External Affairs, Government of India and the National Book Trust, India 
signed an MoU, to translate the 25 Chinese works into Hindi.

Book Promotion Activities 
The Trust organises Book Fairs/Exhibitions throughout the country. The NBT is 
the organizer of the prestigious annual New Delhi World Book Fair. NBT has so far 
organised 24 New Delhi World Book Fairs, 40 National Book Fairs and more than 219 
Regional Books Fairs.

Book Fairs in India
During the period from April 2015 to March 2016, the Trust organised 5 Book Fairs 
across the country including Dharmapuri Book Fair (2 - 10 May 2015); Shillong Book 
Fair (8 - 16 June 2015); Dehradun Book Fair (12 - 20 September 2015); Udaipur Book Fair 
(3 - 11 October 2015); and Patna Book Fair (24 November - 2 December 2015).

The Trust also stepped-up its book promotional activities in the Northeast through 
a number of Book Fairs, literary activities and special sales drive. During the year 
under review the Trust organised several literary programmes, workshops and book 
exhibitions in Guwahati and Agartala. Besides, the Trust organised Shillong Book Fair 
and training course in book publishing in Guwahati. Special exhibits of the Trust’s 
publications at various colleges and universities in the region were also put up. 

The Trust has also broadened its activities in Jammu & Kashmir to create book-
mindedness and make NBT books available to the people in the valley. During the year 
under review the Trust organized a seminar on the topic Enriching Kashmiri Language 
Through Translations in association with Jammu and Kashmir Academy of Art, Culture 
and Languages, Jammu. 

International Book Fairs
In order to promote Indian publishing abroad, the Trust participates in various 
International Books Fairs by displaying a cross section of representative Indian 
publications brought out by various Indian publishers. Since 1970, the Trust has 
participated in more than 355 International Book Fairs. During the period under review 
the Trust participated in 10 such International Book Fairs, including the prestigious 
Abu Dhabi International Book Fair (7 - 13 May 2015); Warsaw International Book Fair 
(14 - 17 May 2015); Nepal Education Book Fair (21- 29 August 2015); Seoul International 
Book Fair (7 - 11 October 2015); Beijing International Book Fair (26 – 30 August 2015); 
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Indonesia International Book fair (2 – 6 September 2015); Colombo International Book 
Fair (18 - 27 September 2015); Frankfurt Book Fair (14 – 18 October 2015); Sharjah 
International Book Fair (4 - 14 November 2015) and Cairo International Book Fair (27 
January – 10 February 2016). 

Mobile Exhibitions
The Trust has been trying to make the books available to the people at their doorsteps 
through mobile exhibitions. So far it has organised more than 14,000 Mobile Exhibitions 
throughout the country including the Northeastern states. During the period under 
review, the Trust organised Mobile Book Exhibitions at about 1,190 places in and 
around Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Gujarat, Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, 
Jammu & Kashmir, Madhya Pradesh, New Delhi, Odisha, Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh 
and Uttarakhand.

Financial Assistance Programmes
The Ministry of Human Resource Development had entrusted the scheme of Financial 
Assistance to Voluntary/Private organisations for organising Seminars/Training 
Courses/Workshops/Annual Conventions/Book Fairs related to the Book Promotional 
Activities to the Trust. A number of organisations had applied for financial assistance 
for organising various Book Promotional Activities. Grants were released to 218 
organisations during 2015-16 by the Trust to meet 75% of the approved expenditure of 
such Book Fairs, Seminars, etc.

Literary Activities 
The Trust organises several book-related activities for the development of the 
publishing industry of the country. It organises workshops and seminars for those 
involved in the development, production and distribution of books. It also organises 
author’s meet and other literary activities such as book release functions from time to 
time. During the period under review, over 100 activities were organised by the Trust.

National Centre for Children’s Literature (NCCL)
The Trust also has a National Centre for Children’s Literature (NCCL), which is the 
nodal agency to monitor, coordinate, plan and aid the publication of children’s literature 
in various Indian languages. The NCCL has developed a library-cum-documentation 
centre of children’s literature. It organises workshops, seminars and exhibitions to 
develop the children’s literature of the country. With a view to promote and develop 
the reading habit of the children at the school level, the NCCL encourages setting up 
of Readers’ Clubs at the schools throughout the country and also conducts surveys 
and takes up research work relating to children’s literature. So far, over 35,000 Readers 
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Clubs have been set up across the country. The NCCL also organised meet-the-author 
programmes, story-telling sessions, workshops, seminars Readers Club Orientation 
programmes and other children’s activities in various parts of the country. In addition, 
quarterly issues of Readers’ Club Bulletin, a bilingual magazine for promotion of reading 
habit among children were also brought out.

Book Promotional Activities by the NBT Regional Offices and NBT Book Promotion 
Centres
Besides the Northern Regional Office at its headquarters in New Delhi, the Trust 
also has three Regional Offices at Bengaluru, Mumbai and Kolkata as well as Book 
Promotion Centres at Agartala, Chennai, Cuttack, Guwahati, Kochi and Patna. These 
centres are primarily responsible for the marketing and sales of NBT publications, and 
also participate in various Book Fairs organised both by the Trust and other agencies 
throughout the country. The regional offices also organise NBT book exhibitions at 
various places in their respective regions. The regional offices are also responsible for 
enlisting distributors and agents for the sale of NBT publications. During the period 
under report, 51 new agents/distributors were enrolled. It also enrolled 4,962 new 
Book Club members. 

National Book Week
Every year during the National Book Week from 14-20 November, the Trust organises 
a number of book promotional activities throughout the country to promote book 
mindedness among the masses. This year National Book Week was celebrated far 
more extensively, with special focus on tribal and remote areas of the country like 
Karnataka and West Bengal. The celebration saw a large participation of children from 
various schools and NGOs across the country. NBT also organized book exhibitions 
throughout the country. Besides, a number of book promotional activities, which 
included seminars, book review sessions, meet-the-author programmes, poets’ meet 
and book release functions were held all over the country.

Training Courses in Book Publishing
The Trust also organises short term Training Courses in Book Publishing in various 
parts of the country with the objective to create a talent pool of trained professionals for 
the publishing industry. During the period under report, three short-term publishing 
courses and one e-publishing course were held in Agartala, Udaipur, Ranchi and New 
Delhi, respectively.
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Financial Performance
During the year beginning April 2015 to March 2016, the Trust achieved net sales of Rs. 
1266.63 lakh. The revenue earned during this period was to the tune of Rs. 1256.10 lakh.

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Publishing

The NBT provides a wide variety of books for all age groups on 
all subjects keeping in view the needs of its readers and demands 
of a fluctuating market. A brief note on the various series and on 
the number of books published under each series during 2015–
2016 is as follows:

India — The Land and the People
Books in this series introduce the varied physical environment, 
the diverse cultural traditions and the flora and fauna have 
enriched the composite and colourful character of India. These 
books, written in a non-technical, lucid style by subject experts, 
provide authentic and up-to-date information on the subject.

Forty Seven titles were published during the year comprising 
2 originals, 3 translation and 42 reprints. These include 7 in 
Asamiya, 2 in Bangla, 16 in English, 15 in Hindi, 4 in Kannada, 
2 in Marathi and 1 in Urdu. Significant titles published include: 
Museums of India, and Jammu and Kashmir.

Popular Science
This series aims at enabling the average educated reader to 
understand the world around them appreciate the progress 
of science, and learn about the role science and technology 
play in everyday life, emphasizing, wherever possible, India’s 
contribution to the field. The books in this series are written in 
a lucid, easy-to-understand, simple style and illustrated with 
anecdotes and analogies from daily life. Diagrams, sketches and 
photographs elucidate the text.
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Sixty titles were published during the year, including 2 originals, 3 translations, 
3 revised and 52 reprints. The language-wise editions include 15 in Asamiya, 2 in 
Bangla, 23 in English, 15 in Hindi, 3 in Kannada, 1 in Marathi and 1 in Tamil. New 
titles published were Dinosaurs of India, New Forms of Carbon (Nanocarbons), Vishwa ke 
Prasidh Beej Ganitagya and Ayurveda Unravelled.

Young India Library
The main objective of publishing books under the Young India Library series for young 
readers of the 18 + age-group is to introduce the social, economic and political concepts, 
issues and choices which will control them in the years to come. Stories of adventure 
and travel, and books on career opportunities are also included in this series.

Twenty Nine titles were published during the year, including 1 original, 2 revised, 3 
translations and 23 reprints. Language-wise break-up of the titles is as follows: 3 in 
Asamiya, 4 in Bangla, 9 in English, 11 in Hindi, 1 in Kannada and 1 in Odia.  Significant 
titles among these are A Primer on Yoga: Theory and Practice, Swami Vivekananda: The 
Eternal Inspiration and Talash Olympic Swarn Ki. 

Aadan Pradan
Aadan Pradan is a series of particular importance because of its unique potential 
for forging national integration through the exchange of creative literature of the 
different regions. It presents well-known literary works, mainly novels, short stories, 
anthologies of popular poetry and reminiscences, of a particular language, to people of 
other Indian languages.

A total of 27 titles were published under the series during the year including 7 originals, 
4 translations, 2 revised and 14 reprints. Of these, 2 in Bangla, 1 in English, 11 in Hindi, 
1 in Gujarati, 3 in Marathi, 5 in Odia, 2 in Kannada, 1 in Maithili and 1 in Telugu. 
Significant titles include Aiwan-e-Ghazal, Pankh Kalam, and Ananta Prasad Pandanka 
Shrestha Galpa.

Folkore
The Folklore series enables the readers of one region to get acquainted with folklore 
which had shaped the cultural identity of those living in other regions of the country. 
Descriptions of the area, people, myths, mythology, religion, customs, traditions, fairs 
and festivals, music, dance, drama, art & craft, and folk literature are also included in 
the books of this series. 

Eight titles were published during the year, including 2 originals and 6 reprints. Of 
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these 2 in Bangla, 1 in Kannada and 5 in Hindi. Significant titles include Bastar Ki Bhatri 
Lok Kathayein and Folktales of India.

National Biography
The objective of the National Biography series is to bring out biographies of Indian 
women and men who have made outstanding contribution towards the development 
of Indian society, culture, science, economy, polity as also of modern Indian sensibility. 
These provide an authentic, objective, comprehensive and analytic account of the 
person’s life and times. 

Under this series, 43 titles were published during the year. These include 6 originals, 
2 translations and 35 reprints. The language-wise break-up is as follows, Bangla: 9, 
English: 6, Hindi: 18, Marathi: 4, Kannada: 3 and Odia: 3. Significant titles include 
Maulvi Ahmad Ullah Shah and the Revolt of 1857,  Sir Lallubhai Samaldas: A Portrait and  
Master Da: Surya Sen.

Autobiography
This series comprises autobiographies of distinguished social, political and literary 
figures of India, whose contributions have made the country proud. 

During the year, 4 titles were published. These include: 1 original and 3 translations. 
Of these, 2 were in English, 1 in Hindi and 1 in Odia. Significant titles include My Tale 
of Four Cities, Two Lives of a Man and Young India.

Nehru Bal Pustakalaya
The Nehru Bal Pustakalaya series aims at creating a treasure-house of enjoyable and 
informative literature which children can read at their own initiative. It also promotes 
national integration by providing common reading material on a wide range of 
subjects in their mother tongue to children all over India. Books of this series cater 
to four age groups: pre-school, 6–8, 9–11 and 12–14. Illustrations material for these 
books is commissioned separately and all books carry colour and / or black & white 
illustrations, line drawings and photographs. In the case of books for pre-school 
children, the text, if any, revolves around multi-coloured pictures which tell a story by 
themselves.

During the year, 276 titles were published under the series. These include 25 originals, 
41 translations, 204 reprints and 6 revised. The language-wise break-up is as follows: 
Asamiya: 26, Bangla: 24, Bhatari: 3, Bhojpuri: 1, English: 31, Gondi : 2, Halbi: 3,  Hindi: 
45, Kannada: 21, Magahi: 2, Maithili: 2, Marathi: 28, Odia: 42, Tamil: 3, Telugu: 36 and 
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Urdu: 7. Significant titles include Anker Debota, Bukka Learns a Lesson, Chendru Aru Baag 
Pila, Heroes Do Not Grow on Trees,  Story of Krishna, Ghar Ki Khoj, Gora Kala and Tedka 
Auri Mendka.

Books for the Neo-literates
Most books published under the series are the outcome of workshops organized in 
rural areas with the participation of local people. To make these relevant to the needs 
of the neo-literates, the books are written in an idiom familiar to them and are field-
tested. Short stories, biographies, novelettes, folktales, presentations of contemporary 
issues and functionally useful information are brought out in a style which attracts 
neo-literates to read at their own initiative.

Under this series, 52 titles were published during the year, comprising 8 originals, 6 
translations, and 38 reprints. These include: 35 in Hindi, 3 in Kannada, 8 in Marathi, 
1 in Urdu, 1 in Bangla, 2 in Bhojpuri and 2 in Magahi. Significant titles include Baiju 
Mama, Insaaf, Jhopadi ka Lattu and Patang.

Creative Learning Series
The objective of this series is to bring out books on new educations concepts and tools 
that are now being actively implemented in the pre-primary and primary sectors of 
education. With an orientation towards a practical mode of approach, these books are 
specially designed keeping in view the needs of teaches and others working in the field 
of education.

During the year, 21 titles were published under the series. These include 1 original, 4 
translation and 16 reprints. Language-wise break-up is: 7 in English, 3 in Bangla, 2 in 
Hindi, 1 in Kannada, 1 in Malayalam, 3 in Marathi, 1 in Odia, 1 in Tamil, 1 in Tibetan 
and 1 in Telugu. Significant titles include Magic of Texture, Letters From a Forest School 
and Indu Lekha.

Popular Social Science
The books under this series introduce popular concepts and ideas of social sciences 
to the general reader. A variety of emerging subject areas like gender studies, tribal 
studies, peace and conflict studies, development economics, social formation, etc. are 
the major focus of the series. 

Twenty one titles were published under this series. These included 3 originals, 3 
translations and 15 reprints, of which 1 was in Asamiya, 2 in Bangla, 6 in English and 
12 in Hindi. Significant titles include Bharat Mein Swachhta Abhiyan, Samudayik Gramin

Vikas and Medieval India.

Indian Diaspora Studies
The books under this series seek to bring out the salient features of the impact of cross-
cultural interaction, alienation and exile, displacement, immigration, etc. on various 
knowledge systems like literature, sociology, culture, philosophy, etc. Emerging as a 
significant field of study, NBT’s foray into this area of publishing is a pioneering effort.

During the year under review, one translation in Hindi titled Mauritius was published 
in the series.

General Series
Significant titles which cannot be covered under the above series are published as 
General titles. Books published under this series provide an in-depth study of the 
subject and also serve as authentic reference material.

During the year, 34 titles were published, including 9 originals, 2 translations and 23 
reprints. Language-wise break-up of the titles is as follows: 3 in Bangla, 11 in English, 
13 in Hindi, 1 in Kannada, 1 in Marathi, 1 in Odia, 2 in Tamil and 2 in Urdu. Among the 
significant titles published include Select Stalwarts of Hindustani Classical Music, Gandhi 
aur Hindi, Sahitya aur Samaj, The Mind of Mahatma Gandhi and Dangerous Despatches.

Continuing Education Series
The objective of this series is to bring out books for the participants of Continuing 
Education Programme in all major languages of India. Books in this series include 
collection of freedom songs, books on Indian culture, polity, industry, agriculture etc. 
Besides, the series also comprises biographies and major novels of Indian literature 
abridged for target readership.

Under this series, 13 titles were published this year, of which 2 were originals and 11 
were reprints. Language-wise break-up is: 3 in Bangla, 6 in Hindi, 1 in Kannada, 2 in 
Marathi and 1 in Tamil. Significant titles include Songs of Freedom, Subhadra Kumari 
Chauhan and Mithila Vibhuti Kavi Kokil Vidhyata.

Asian / Pacific Co-publication Programme
This is a novel attempt under the aegis of UNESCO, at developing books for Asian 
children by Asian authors. To have children in Korea share their fantasies with their 
counterparts in Sri Lanka is probably no mean achievement. And when Indian and 
Pakistani editors work as part of a team to build a list of children in the 20 odd countries 
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of the continent we inhabit, it is a great new beginning. The many worlds from Tehran 
to Tokyo intermingle to give colour to words that children across the continent, if not 
the world, would love to read. These books are steps for bridging minds and creating a 
common heritage for this vast continent and are the very best of Asia today.

During the year, 3 titles were reprinted under the series. These included 2 in English 
and 1 in Hindi. Significant titles include Laughing Together, The Last Ticket and Other 
Stories and Trees: An Ecology.

World Literature Series
Select novels and anthologies of contemporary writings from the Asian, African and 
Latin American countries are included in this series.

Under this series, one book in Bangla titled Bangladesher Galpo was reprinted.

North-East Study Series
The series has been conceived to break stereotypes about the North East region and to 
bring the region’s unique identity into the national academic and intellectual discourses. 
The books under the series encompass a variety of subjects including fiction and non-
fiction based on the land, people, customs, culture and literature of the region.

During the year under review, one book in English titled Sun on My Face was reprinted. 

Popular Science for Young 
The series is an important effort towards introducing the basic concepts of science to 
very young children. Extensively illustrated and lucidly written, books in this series 
help to create and nurture in children a curiosity and enthusiasm to explore the 
fascinating aspects of science in their everyday life.

During the year under review, one title in English How Do They Evolve was reprinted. 

 Popular Readers’ Series
In addressing the needs of contemporary readers, this new series of books brings to 
focus some of the recent debates and discourse in many fields of enquiry like science, 
art, history, film, translation, literature, etc.

During the year, two titles in English titled What is Mathematics and What is Science 
were reprinted.

Indian Literature Series
Well-known writings of contemporary Indian writers are brought out under this series 
in various languages.

Under this series, 14 titles were published during the year, including 11 originals and 
3 reprints. These included 1 in Bangla and 13 in Hindi. Significant titles include Ghare 
Baire, Suresh Uniyal Shreshth Kahaniyan, Asgar Wajahat Ki Shreshth Kahaniyan and Raji 
Seth Ki Shreshth Kahaniyan.

Veergatha Series
Veergatha Series consists of illustrated books for children of the age-group 9-12, seeks 
to introduce to them the great acts of bravery of a Param Vir Chakra awardee to instill 
a sense of inspiration and patriotism.

Under this series, five original titles in English were published during the year. 
Significant titles include Company Quarter Master Havildar Abdul Hameed, Major Shaitan 
Singh, Manoj Kumar Pandey, Major Somnath Sharma and Second Lieutenant Arun Khetarpal.

Women Pioneers
Women Pioneers is a new initiative of National Book Trust, India that aims to bring to 
light as well as project the work and contribution of eminent Indian women in different 
walks of life like art, culture, literature, science, socio-religious reforms, freedom 
movement, etc. each title of this sub-series under the National Biography series of the 
Trust, is written for the general reader with the view to develop new perspectives on 
the contemporary discourses pertaining  to Indian culture, civilization and endeavours 
for nation-building. 

Under this series, four titles each in English and Hindi were published during the year 
including 4 originals and 4 revised. Significant titles include Rani Rudrama Devi, Rani 
Gaidinalyu, 1857 Ka Lok Sangram aur Rani Laxmibai and Kanaklata Barua.

Navlekhan
In its endeavour to promote young writers, National Book Trust, India has come up 
with a new series Navlekhan Series. Under this series, the writings of young authors 
who are below forty and whose work has not gained popularity or could not reach the 
target readers for various reasons will be published.

Under this series, 9 original titles were published during the year including 1 in 
Asamiya, 1 in Bangla, 1 in Gujarati, 2 in Hindi, 1 in Kannada, 1 in Malayalam, 1 in Odia 
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and 1 in Marathi.  Significant titles include Navlekhan Hindi Kahaniyan, Navlekhanmala 
Marathi Katha, Nava Rachna Malayalam Kadhakal  and Navlekhan Gujarati Vartao.

New Delhi World Book  
Fair, 2016

The Trust in collaboration with India Trade Promotion 
Organisation organised the annual New Delhi World Book Fair 
from 9 to 17 January 2016 at Pragati Maidan, New Delhi. Smt. 
Smriti Zubin Irani, Hon’ble Minister for HRD, Government of 
India inaugurated the Fair.

While inaugurating the Fair, Smt. Smriti Irani said, “We believe 
in Atithi Devo Bhavaa and we worship the guests. We hope that 
the Chinese will feel at home in India.” Talking about the India-
China relationship since ancient times, she said that there is a 
mention of Chinese silk dress in Arthashastra, which shows how 
Indian history finds resonance of relationship with China. She 
hoped that both the countries will not only exchange culture but 
also knowledge and strengthen ties. In this context, she observed 
that children would be sent as Shodh Yatris to foreign countries 
like Sri Lanka, Malaysia, Thailand, Cambodia. The reports of 
their travel would be brought in book format. Ms. Irani also 
appreciated the efforts taken by NBT to bring out 16 new titles

under the Navlekhan series and hoped that NBT would publish books in 22 major 
Indian languages. 

Shri S.L.Bhyrappa, eminent author was the Guest of Honour and Mr Sun Shoushan, 
Vice-Minister, SAPPRFT, China was the Special Guest on the occasion. H.E. Le. 
Yucheng, Ambassador of China to India and Mr. Liu Zhenyun, eminent author from 
China also shared the dais and spoke on the occasion.

Later, Ms. Irani also inaugurated the Theme Pavilion and the China Pavilion. She also 
visited the Children’s Pavilion.

More than 850 publishers, booksellers and distributors including foreign participants 
from 30 countries including China, Egypt, Germany, Malaysia, Nepal, Poland, Pakistan, 
Serbia and Spain participated in the Fair. The international bodies like WHO, UNESCO 
among others also displayed books in the Foreign Pavilion.

The Theme Presentation: This year, Vividh Bharat : The Cultural Heritage of India 
was the theme of the Fair. The Theme Pavilion brought together a display of more 
than 1000 books in major Indian languages on philosophy, language and literature 
from ancient to contemporary times. Besides, a series of programmes were organised 
including panel discussions, presentation of devotional songs, dramatic performances 
based on Indian classical texts like Jaidev’s Geet Govinda, Bhavabhuti’s play Malati 
Madhavam, Sindhi Classic Shah Jo Risalo, Vidyapati Text; Indian classical and folk dances 
like Kuchipudi, Odissi, Sattriya, under different segments, namely: Bhakti, Mudra, Lok 
Kala and Rangmanch. National Book Trust, India tied up with Institutions like IGNCA, 
National Mission for Manuscripts, National Archives and Centre for Cultural Resources 
and Training (CCRT) for the Theme presentation and some rare manuscripts were also 
displayed in physical form while a large number of them were displayed in digital 
form.

Guest of Honour Presentation: China was the Guest of Honour Country at the New 
Delhi World Book Fair. China participated as the Guest Country as per the MoU 
exchanged between NBT and State Administration of Press, Publication, Radio, Film 
and Television (SAPPRFT) of China before the Hon’ble Prime Minister of India and 
Hon’ble President of China in September 2014. As a part of its presentation 'Renaissance 
of Civilizations…Understanding through Exchanges', China participated with a large 
delegation of 250 publishers, writers and scholars. The Guest Country organised nearly 
60 literary and publishing discussions as well as launched Chinese editions of many 
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Indian books. Besides, four exhibitions including a photo exhibition titled 'China-India 
Cultural Contacts' were also put up.

Children’s Pavilion: The Children’s Pavilion was inaugurated by Prof. Hrushikesh 
Senapaty, Director, NCERT. The Pavilion exhibited a number of books, magazines 
and journals on various aspects of children’s literature in Indian languages. Several 
activities for children were organised at the Pavilion in which well-known authors, 
illustrators, storytellers and professionals like Sangeeta Sethi, Bandita Phukan, Rajesh 
Utsahi, Rabin Bar among others interacted with the children.

CEOSpeak: NBT in association with FICCI organised CEOSpeak Publishers Forum on 
10 January 2016 in which CEOs, MDs, Directors, and other Senior Executives from the 
publishing industry participated in the event and discussed book-trade related issues. 

New Delhi Rights Table: NBT also organised New Delhi Rights Table, a 2-day event 
on 11 and 12 January 2016 in which over 70 participants from India and countries like 
China, Egypt, Germany, Malaysia, Nepal, Serbia and USA participated. The Rights 
Table offered a B2B match making sessions between publishers to book their own rights 
table, meet each other, present their products and tentatively finalize their interests and 
agreements for transfer of translations and other subsidiary rights of books available in 
English, Hindi and other Indian languages.

Mobile App: This year too, the exclusive Mobile App namely ‘NDWBF 2016’ was 
made available for Android and iphone users. This App helped visitors in finding out 
details about the different pavilions, halls, and about any specific exhibitor, their stall 
number, hall number, etc. at the Fair. 

Other Features: Like previous year, this year too, eminent authors and literary 
personalities had reading sessions and interacted with booklovers at Authors’ Corners 
namely, Reflections, Conversations, Lekhak Manch, Sahitya Manch and International Events 
Corner. Besides, cultural programmes were also organised at the Lal Chowk where 
artists from across the country presented folk dance, folk songs and classical dance of 
different states of India.

Book Fair, Sharjah International Book Fair, etc.

During the year 2015-16, NBT participated in the following 
international book fairs.

1. Abu Dhabi International Book Fair (7-13 May 2015)

National Book Trust, India participated in the 25th anniversary 
edition of Abu Dhabi International Book Fair.The Fair was held at 
the Abu Dhabi National Exhibition Centre, Abu Dhabi from 7 to 
13 May 2015. The Fair was inaugurated by Sheikh Abdullah Bin 
Zayed Al Nahyan, UAE Foreign Minister. Shri T.P. Seetharam, 
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Ambassador of India to UAE inaugurated the NBT stall at the Fair. Besides NBT, 21 
publishers from India including Jiwan Books International, Jaico Books, CAPEXIL, 
Art Press, DC Books participated in the Fair. Celebrating its Silver Jubilee edition, the 
Fair featured a series of panels and seminars under the theme ‘Sheikh Zayed: Light 
Illuminates the Future’ dedicated to the late Sheikh Zayed Bin Sultan Al Nahyan, 
the founding father of the UAE, who was this year’s focus personality. A dedicated 
exhibition charted his intellectual legacy based on his belief in education and culture as 
fundamental pillars for building a strong, modern state and developing international 
relations. Republic of Iceland was the Guest of Honour country. The Iceland Pavilion, 
displayed a selection of books and publications from the country’s authors, covering 
poetry, drama, fiction, children’s books, and illustrations. This year’s edition attracted 
quality audience due to the increase in the number of exhibitors.

2. Warsaw International Book Fair (14-17 May 2015)

the publishing industry. Equally ideal platform for the readers, academicians, librarians 
and general public to facilitate their search and query about different genres of books.

4. Seoul International Book Fair (7-11 October 2015)

National Book Trust, India participated in the Seoul International Book Fair held at 
COEX Korea Exhibition Center, Seoul, Korea from 7 to 11 October 2015.Under the 
theme of 'Publication Reads the Seventy Year of Liberation and Writing One Hundred 
Years of the Future', a variety of special exhibitions and seminars related to the 
publishing industry were organised during the Fair. Italy was the Guest of Honour 
country to commemorate the 130th anniversary of establishing a diplomat relationship 
between Korea and Italy. A variety of programmes to promote the culture and book 
publishing market of Italy were organised at the Fair. An exhibition of art works and 
2015 Milano Expo Special zone was also put up by Italy. The Trust was present at the 
Fair with more than 150 select books in English and Hindi from various publishers 
across the country. The visitors at the Fair showed keen interest and appreciated the 
collection of Indian books on different topics. Around 200 publishers, including 48 
from 16 countries participated in the Fair.

5. Beijing International Book Fair (26-30 August 2015)

National Book Trust, India participated in the 22nd Beijing International Book Fair 
held at the China International Exhibition Centre from 26 to 30 August 2015. The India 
stand at BIBF was inaugurated by Shri Baldeo Bhai Sharma, Chairman, NBT, India. 

During the Fair, Shri Baldeo Bhai Sharma had a detailed meeting with Mr. Wu 
Shangzhi, the Vice-Minister of State Administration of Press, Publication, Radio, Film 
and Television of the People’s Republic of China (SAPPRFT). Both the dignitaries 
discussed at length the publishing scenario in India and China, and hoped that the 
upcoming Guest of Honour Presentation of China at the New Delhi World Book Fair 
2016 would provide a meaningful platform for the engagement of the publishing and 
intellectual communities of the two countries.

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India China Translation 
Programme

In a significant initiative in cultural diplomacy, the Government 
of India and the Government of Republic of China have put 
forward an ambitious translation programme that includes 
translation of select 25 classical and contemporary literary 
works from Chinese into Hindi and Indian literary works into 
Chinese. To give effect to this initiative, a Memorandum of 
Understanding was signed between the Ministry of External 
Affairs, Government of India and the State Administration of 
Press, Publication, Radio, Film and Television of the People’s 
Republic of China in Cooperation in Mutual Translation and 
Publication of Classic and Contemporary Works. It was signed 
during the visit of Premier Li Keqiang to India. 

The project of taking forward the programme was given to 
National Book Trust, India. To implement this project the 
External Publicity and Public Diplomacy Division of Ministry 
of External Affairs, Government of India and the National Book 
Trust, India signed an MoU in December 2015, to translate the 25 
Chinese works into Hindi.
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As part of the programme, a workshop on ‘Translation and Publication of Classic & 
Contemporary Chinese Literature’ was held at NBT Conference Room on 19 February 
2016. Shri R Masakui, Director, XPD Division, Ministry of External Affairs; Shri 
Baldeo Bhai Sharma, Chairman, NBT; Dr. Rita Chowdhury, Director, NBT and Wing 
Commander Nikhilesh Dixit, Officer on Special Duty, MEA were the special guests on 
the occasion. The participants in the workshop included Prof. B R Deepak, Professor of 
Chinese and Chinese Studies, Center of Chinese and Southeast Asian Studies, Jawaharlal 
Nehru University; Prof. N M Pankaj, acting Vice Chancellor, Nalanda University; Ms 
Dayawanti, Assistant Professor, CCSEAS; Shri Kaushal Kishore, Assistant Professor, 
CCSEAS; Shri Madhurendra Kr. Jha, Assistant Professor, Doon University;  Ms Tanvi

Shuo; Red Poppies by A Lai, To Live by Yu Hua, One Sentence Worth Ten Thousand by Liu 
Zhenyun, Selected Works of Guo Moruo, Selected Works of Bing Xin, Midnight by Mao Dun 
and Moment in Beijing by Lin Yutang.
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National Book Week

The National Book Week programme is celebrated throughout 
the country from 14 to 20 November every year by the Trust. 
Especially focused on children and young people, several book 
related events like seminars, panel discussions, book release 
functions and book exhibitions are organised by the Trust across 
the country, during this week.

(iv)	 A workshop on 'Conservation of Books' was organised at National Library on  
17 November 2015.
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58th Foundation Day 
Celebrations

“Knowledge has great significance in our lives. One of its 
qualities is that it purifies us,” said Prof. Kapil Kapoor.  He was 
delivering the fourth NBT Foundation Day Lecture on ‘Books 
and Reading in Today’s India’ organised at its premises, Nehru 
Bhawan in Vasant Kunj, New Delhi on 20 August 2015. 

“In our country,” Prof. Kapoor observed, “Knowledge is 
perceived as a pathfinder, whereas in the west—knowledge is 
power.” Even the way our knowledge system has evolved and 
its philosophy is unique. It is deep-rooted. It is reflected in our 
tradition, culture and even day-to-day life. For example, he said, 
‘time’, in the modern sense as it is popularly defined, is ‘money’ 
whereas in our philosophy it is like a ‘flow of a river’. Citing the 
examples of epics like Mahabharata and Ramayana, he said, “If 
we read our literature carefully, it has no tragedy; death is not 
the end but a new beginning because our philosophy is deep-
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rooted and knowledge comes through it. Indian philosophy has openness; it gives us a 
freedom to decide and think for ourselves.”

Referring to the rich literary heritage of our oral literature, Prof. Kapoor said, “Oral 
literature has played a significant role in preserving tradition and culture of our 
country.” UNESCO defines an educated person as one who can read and write. But 
Prof. Kapoor argues that even a person who cannot read and write, still has knowledge 
within him/her, carried over from generation to generations through oral literature.

“Women have played a greater role in instilling moral values in their children and 
grand children. It is because of them that the tradition and culture of the country is 
preserved and remains intact since ages,” he added.

Quoting from the Census of India, he figured that there are more than 1500 languages 
and among them only 28 languages are scripted. He said that the western countries 
have the tradition of passing knowledge through scripted words but in our country, 
the knowledge is passed on through oral tradition. According to him, “Each and every 
language carries with it a rich repertoire of literature and the knowledge that comes 
with it, which is passed on through oral tradition in the form of songs, storytelling, 
plays, etc. Nowadays, languages are being converted into scripts. We are overlooking 
the fact that most of the literature available in oral form gives us a certain freedom of 
expression to adapt it according to the times, and thus, widen our sphere of knowledge. 
But in scripting these narratives, we are freezing the text and limiting the knowledge in 
written words. There is a need to disseminate the knowledge and literature that these 
languages provide through various mediums especially audio books.”

Speaking on the significance of books, he said, “We value books through their cost and 
their outer appearance like the jacket covers, reviews, etc. The book, which is easy to 
comprehend and gives concrete information, is a valuable book.” He added that the 
advent of computers and the English language, in a way, has resulted in the decline of 
the reading habit of the people.

He also emphasized on the need to preserve our manuscripts belonging to the past. He 
lamented the fact they are not preserved properly and are neglected even in libraries 
and the museums.

Earlier, Dr. Rita Chowdhury, Director, NBT welcomed the guests present on the 
occasion. She said, “Books and reading have been an integral part of NBT’s history. 
In fact, it is its mandate: promotion of books and reading. A vision of the institution’s 
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founding fathers to foster a climate for love of books and to encourage reading. Twin 
necessities that put a young nation on the path of progress and development. But much 
has changed in the five decades that have followed.” 

On this occasion, the employees of the Trust who completed 25 years of their service 
were also felicitated including Shri Debabarata Sarkar, Dy. Director (Art); Ms Neera Jain, 
Editor; Shri M L Bhatia, Asst. Editor; Shri Jasrath Singh, Assistant; Shri Kuldev Singh, 
UDC; Shri Manik R Patil, UDC (WRO), Mumbai; Shri Sukhbir, UDC; Ms Sandhya D 
Shukla, Jr. Steno (WRO); Ms Reena Vijay Kumar, Jr. Steno (SRO); Ms Dharitry Mishra, 
Jr. Steno (ERO); Shri Ishwar Singh, Peon; Shri Baljeet Singh, Peon (retired on 31 July 
2015); and Shri Surinder Singh, Cleaner.

The Trust publishes moderately priced books for all segments of the society and for 
all age groups in Hindi, English and all major Indian Languages. The Trust organises 
various book exhibitions, book fairs and mobile book exhibitions through specially 
designed mobile exhibition vans to ensure the availability of Trust’s publications across 
the country, especially in remote areas, and small & medium towns. The NBT books 
are also being sold from its book shops located at its office at Vasant Kunj, Kashmere 
Gate and Vishwavidyalaya Metro Stations in New Delhi, and at its Regional Offices in 
Bengaluru, Kolkata and Mumbai. The Book Promotion Centres at Agartala, Chennai, 
Cuttack, Guwahati, Hyderabad, Kochi and Patna are promoting regional languages.

Besides, NBT books are also available online. Individuals and organisations can avail 
this facility and order books online.

The Trust has developed an excellent network of the authorized book-sellers as Agents 
and Distributors throughout the country. During the period it has added 23 new book- 
sellers.

The NBT Book Club Scheme is also playing a major role in promotion of sale of books 
and the reading habit. 3634 new Book Club members have been enrolled during the 
year 2015-16.

The Mobile Book Exhibition (Pustak Parikrama) programme is another important mode 
for the sale promotion of books and reading habit, besides the book fair and book 
exhibitions. The Trust has conducted 144 such events including Pustak Parikramas 
throughout the country. The gross sale generated is Rs. 4651099/- Lakh from these 
exhibitions. It is indeed our great pleasure that the Trust has generated gross sale of 
Rs. 154,541,067/- lakh and revenue generated from the sale of books has been Rs. 
132,452,827/- lakh.

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National Book Trust, India Financial 
Assistance Programme (NBT FAP)

In order to promote and pursue translations of Indian books 
into foreign languages, the Trust initiated a financial assistance 
programme to foreign publishers. The programme will provide 
suitable incentive in the form of financial assistance to foreign 
publishers for translation of original Indian writings published 
by Indian publishers in English, Hindi and other Indian 
languages into foreign languages.

The programme covers broad categories of fiction, non-
fiction, science and technology and books for children, except 
dictionaries, magazines, journals, textbooks for schools/colleges 
and professional courses like medicine, engineering, pure & 
applied sciences, business administration.

In order to give particular focus on writings in Indian languages 
where an English translation is not available, and to promote 
such writings abroad, the NBT would facilitate its translation 
into English, and in such areas the NBT would bear 50% of the 
translation fee.  Open to foreign publishers, the programme has 
elicited a lot of interest among a cross section of publishers both 
from India and abroad.

During the year under review, the Trust received a request from 
East China Normal University Press, Shanghai, China seeking 
financial assistance for the book Narendra Modi: The Game 
Changer, written by Suresh Verma and originally published by 
Vitasta Publishing. The request is under process.
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As part of this programme, the Trust organised the fourth Rights Table Forum for 
publishers during the New Delhi World Book Fair, 2015.  The New Delhi Rights Table 
was a two-day event that brought together publishers, rights-agents and editors from 
India and abroad to network and explore business opportunities together. Organised 
as B2B match making sessions, it enabled the participants to book their own Rights 
Table, meet and present their products and ideas.

A successful initiative, the New Delhi Rights Table was a major attraction at the New 
Delhi World Book Fair. It attracted over 70 publishers from India and abroad. Besides, 
major publishers from across India, foreign participants included publishers from 
Egypt, Indonesia, China, Malaysia, Nepal,  Serbia and USA.

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 Training Course in  
  Book Publishing

National Book Trust, India organises Training Course in Book 
Publishing across the country to help participants take up 
publishing as a career. The Training Course focuses on various 
aspects of publishing like developing manuscripts, editorial 
process, production and marketing of books, techniques of 
translation, export of books, Copyright and other legal issues 
of publishing, sale of Rights, exports of books, etc. Members of 
the faculty drawn from leading universities, institutions and 
publishing houses give an insight into publishing industry to the 
participants through interactive sessions.

During the Financial Year 2015-2016, four publishing courses in 
New Delhi, Agartala, Udaipur and Ranchi were organised by the 
Trust.

1. Training Course in E-publishing, New Delhi (15 April 2015)

National Book Trust, India in association with the Goethe Institute 
organised an online course on e-publishing of six month duration. 
Kicked-off on 15 April 2015 at its premises at Vasant Kunj, New Delhi, 
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a two-day introductory workshop was also organised for the participants on the occasion.  
Dr M A Sikandar, Director, NBT, inaugurated the programme. About 30 participants 
from various publishing houses from across the country attended the programme. The 
workshop was conducted by Dr Harald Henzler and Mr Fabian Kern.

2. Training Course in Book Publishing, Agartala (7 to 14 July 2015)
The Trust organised a one-week Training Course in Book Publishing in Agartala, 
Tripura from 7 to 14 July 2015. The course was organised at Department of English, 
Tripura University, Tripura. 117 participants including students, publishers and 
teachers from various colleges took part in the course. Ten eminent professionals from 
the publishing industry and institutes shared their experience with the participants. 
The course was well appreciated by the participants.

3. Training Course in Book Publishing, Udaipur (8 to 15 September 2015)

The Trust organised a one-week Training Course in Book Publishing in Udaipur, 
Rajasthan from 8 to 15 September 2015. The course was organised at Janardhan Rai 
Nagar Rajasthan Vidyapeeth University, Udaipur. The course was attended by 123 
participants including students, publishers and teachers from various colleges. 
Nine eminent professionals from the publishing industry and institutes shared their 
experience with the participants. 

4. Training Course in Book Publishing, Ranchi (28 January - 4 February 2016)
The Trust organised a week-long training course in book publishing in Ranchi, 
Jharkhand from 28 January to 4 February 2016. Shri Dinesh Oraon, Hon'ble Speaker, 
Jharkhand Legislative Assembly inaugurated the course. Eight eminent professionals 
from the publishing industry shared their experience with the participants. Sixty-
seven participants including students, publishers, and teachers from various institutes 
attended the course.

1.	 BASIS FOR PREPARATION OF ACCOUNTS

	 The accounts are prepared under the Historical Cost Convention unless 
otherwise stated and generally on the Accrual method of accounting.

2.	R EVENUE RECOGNITION:

2.1	 Interest on Savings Bank Account is accounted on cash basis. 

2.2	 Income from Land, Building and other property and interest on Investments are 
accounted on accrual basis.

2.3	 Interest on interest bearing advances to staff for House Building, Purchase of 
Vehicles and Computers is accounted on accrual basis every year, though the 
actual recovery of interest starts after the full repayment of the Principal.

2.4	 Revenue from Sale of Books is recognized only when the books have been 
dispatched from NBT Godowns and the purchaser has become legally liable to 
pay.

3.	 FIXED ASSETS AND DEPRECIATION

3.1	 Fixed assets are stated at cost of acquisition including inward freight, duties and 
taxes and incidental and direct expenses related to acquisition, installation and 
commissioning.

3.2	 Gifted/Donated assets are valued at the declared value where available; if not 
available, the value is estimated based on the present market value adjusted 
with reference to the physical condition of the asset. They are set-up by credit to 
Capital Fund and merged with the Fixed Assets of the Institution. Depreciation 
is charged at the rates applicable to the respective assets.

3.3	 Books received as gifts, are valued at selling prices printed on the books. Where 
they are not printed, the value is based on assessment.

	 Depreciation on Straight Line Method at the above rates has been implemented 
from the financial year 2014-15 as it was not possible to adopt the same 
retrospectively.
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3.5	 Depreciation is provided for the whole year on additions and deletions during 
the year.

3.6	 Where an asset is fully depreciated, it will be carried at a residual value of Re.1 in 
the Balance Sheet and will not be further depreciated. Thereafter, depreciation 
is calculated on the additions of each year separately at the rate of depreciation 
applicable for that asset head.

3.7	 Assets, the individual value of each of which is Rs. 5,000.00 or less (except 
Library Books) have been treated as Small Value Assets, 100% depreciation has 
been provided in respect of such assets at the time of their acquisition. However, 
physical accounting and control are continued by the holders of such assets. 

4.	 Intangible Assets:	Patents and copyrights, E-Journals and Computer Software 
are grouped under Intangible Assets.

4.1	 Electronic Journals (E-Journals) are separated from Library Books in view 
of the limited benefit that could be derived from the on-line access provided. 
E-journals are not in a tangible form, but temporarily capitalized and in view 
of the magnitude of expenditure and the benefit derived in terms of perpetual 
knowledge acquired by the Academic and Research Staff; Depreciation is 
provided in respect of E-journals at a higher rate of 40% as against depreciation 
of 10% provided in respect of Library Books.

4.2	 Expenditure on acquisition of software has been separated from computers and 
peripherals, as apart from being intangible assets, the rate of obsolescence in 
respect of these is very high. Depreciation is provided in respect of software 
at a higher rate of 40% as against depreciation of 20% provided in respect of 
Computers & Peripherals.

5.	 STOCKS:  Expenditure on purchase of chemicals, glassware, publications and 
other stores is accounted as revenue expenditure, except that the value of closing 
stocks held on 31st March is set up as inventories by reducing the corresponding 
Revenue Expenditure on the basis of information obtained from Departments. 
They are valued at cost.

6.	R ETIREMENT BENEFITS:

	 Retirement benefits i.e. pension, gratuity and leave encashment are provided 
on the basis of actuarial valuation. Capitalized Value of pension and gratuity 
received from previous employers of the Institution’s employees, who 
have been absorbed in the Institution, is credited to the respective Provision 
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Accounts. Pension contribution received in respect of employees on deputation 
is also credited to the Provision for Pension Account. The Actual payments of 
Pension, Gratuity and Leave Encashment are debited in the Accounts to the 
respective provisions. Other retirement benefits viz. Deposit Linked Insurance, 
Contribution to New Pension Scheme, Medical reimbursement to retired 
employees and Travel to Home Town on retirement are accounted on accrual 
basis (actual payments plus outstanding bills at the end of the year).

7.	 INVESTMENTS:

a.	 Long term investments are carried at their cost or face value whichever is lower. 
However, any permanent diminution in their value as on the date of the Balance 
Sheet is provided for.

b.	 Short term investments are carried at their cost or market value (if quoted) 
whichever is lower.

8.	 EARMARKED/ENDOWMENT FUNDS:	

	 The balance in the respective funds is carried forward and is represented on the 
assets side by the balance at Bank, Investments and Accrued Interest.

9.	 CORPUS FUND was established in the year 2009-10. Income from investments 
of the fund is added to the Fund. The Corpus Fund may be utilized for Revenue 
expenditure. The balance in the Corpus Fund which is carried forward is 
represented by investment in RBI Bonds and Fixed Deposits with the Bank and 
Accrued Interest on investments.

10.	GO VERNMENT GRANTS:

10.1	 Government Grants are accounted on realization basis. However, where a 
sanction for release of grant pertaining to the financial year is received before 
31st March and the grant is actually received in the next financial year, the grant 
is accounted on accrual basis and an equal amount is shown as recoverable from 
the Grantor.

10.2	 To the extent utilized towards capital expenditure, (on accrual basis) government 
grants are transferred to the Capital Fund.

10.3	 Government and UGC grants for meeting Revenue Expenditure (on accrual 
basis) are treated, to the extent utilized, as income of the year in which they are 
realized.
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10.4	 Unutilised grants (including advances paid out of such grants) are carried 
forward and exhibited as a liability in the Balance Sheet.

11.	 INVESTMENTS OF EARMRKED FUNDS AND INTEREST INCOME 
ACCRUED ON SUCH INVESTMENTS:

	 To the extent not immediately required for expenditure, the amounts available 
against such funds are invested in approved Securities & Bonds or deposited for 
fixed term with Banks, leaving the balance in Savings Bank Accounts.

	 Interest received, interest accrued and due and interest accrued but not due on 
such investments are added to the respective funds and not treated as income of 
the Institution.

12.	 INVENTORY VALUATION

	 Raw material and finished goods are valued at lower of cost and net realizable 
value.

13.	 ACCOUNTING FOR SALES

	 Sales are net of Sales Returns, Rebate and Trade Discount.

14.	 ACCOUNTING FOR ROYALTY PAYMENTS:

	 The Trust publishes books in various languages and under various series. As per 
the approved policy of Royalty, the Trust pays 50% of the total Royalty due to 
the Author immediately on publication of a title. This payment is treated as an 
Advance Royalty and is adjusted against the Royalty accruing annually to the 
Author against sale in the subsequent years. After this advance is fully adjusted 
against Sales Royalty, the balance 50% Royalty is released based on the annual 
quantum of sale of the title.

15.	 INCOME TAX:

	 The income of NBT is exempt from Income Tax under Section 10(23c) of the 
Income Tax Act. No provision for tax is therefore made in the Accounts.

We have audited the attached Balance 
Sheet of National Book Trust (NBT) as at 
31 March 2016, the Income & Expenditure 
Account and Receipts & Payments 
Account for the year ended on that date

Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. The audit 
has been entrusted for the period upto 
2017-18. These financial statements include 
the accounts of four regional offices of the 
NBT. Out of these, no Regional Office was 
audited. These financial statements are the 
responsibility of the Trust’s Management. 
Our responsibility is to express an opinion 
on these financial statements based on our 
audit.

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2. This Separate Audit Report contains 
the comments of the Comptroller and 
Auditor General of India (CAG) on the 
accounting treatment only with regard 
to classification, conformity with the 
best accounting practices, accounting 
standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit 
observations on financial transactions with 
regard to compliance with the Law, Rules 
& Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) 
and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, 
etc., if any are reported through Inspection 
Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

A.1 Assets
A.1.1 Current Assets (Schedule 7) Rs.37.47 crore

The above do not include refund of TDS due 
from Income Tax Department amounting 
to Rs.37.48 lakh which was deducted 
by various banks. This has resulted in 
understatement of Loan & Advances 
andCapital Fund by Rs.37.48 lakh.

As suggested by Audit, from 
the year 2016-17 onwards, such 
recoverable amount will be 
worked out and shown under 
the head, “Current Assets”.
However, as the amount recov-
erable towards TDS is an item 
of Current Assets and not Fixed 
Assets, its inclusion/non-inclu-
sion in Current Assets does not 
affect the Capital Fund. Hence, 
this part of the para may please 
be dropped from the Report.
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B. Balance Sheet (GPF)
B.1 Liabilities
(i) The above include opening balance of 

liabilities on account of subscription of 
employees of Rs.9.55 crore, however, as 
per GPF broadsheet, actual liabilities 
were Rs.9.21 crore as on 01.04.2015. The 
difference of Rs.0.34 crore needs to be 
reconciled.

The difference of Rs.0.34 crore 
in the Opening Balance and 
Rs.0.31 crore in the Closing Bal-
ance has been reconciled in the 
year 2016-17 and the reconciled 
figures will be produced to the 
next Audit.

(ii) The above include closing balance liabilities 
on account of subscription of employees 
of Rs.9.65 crore, however, as per GPF 
broadsheet, actual liabilities were Rs.9.34 
crore on 31.03.2016. The difference of 
Rs.0.31 crore needs to be reconciled.

C. General
C.1 Fixed Assets (Schedule 4) – Rs.16.45 crore

The above do not include an amount 
of Rs.0.29 lakh on account of value of 
Complimentary/Gifted books received 
during the year 2015-16. This has resulted 
in understatement of Fixed Assets as well 
as Capital Fund by the same.

Inclusion of Gifted Books val-
ued at Rs.0.29 lakh in Fixed 
Assets was omitted inadvertent-
ly as the required information 
from Library Unit of NBT was 
not received. It is assured that 
this amount will be incorporat-
ed/added in the value of Fixed 
Assets as well as Capital Fund in 
the year 2016-17.
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C.2 Current Assets (Schedule-7) – Stock of 
Publication Rs.15.52 crore

Stock of books amounting to Rs.35.11 
lakh shown as stock with BMC (Bombay 
Municipal Corporation). However, these 
books have been seized by Bombay 
Municipal Corporation and matter is sub-
judice. This fact has not been mentioned in 
Notes to Accounts.

The Stock of Books valued at 
Rs.35.11 lac in the custody of 
BMC has already been shown 
separately under the Closing 
Stock in Schedule – 7 of Balance 
Sheet. However, as suggested by 
Audit, the fact of the case with 
BMC being sub-judice will be 
reported through Notes to Ac-
counts in future.

D. Grants-in-Aid

During the year 2015-16, National Book 
Trust received grants-in-aid of Rs.4618.65 
lakh (Plan: Rs.2520.93 lakh and Non-Plan: 
Rs.2097.73 lakh) including Rs.1279.22 lakh 
received in March 2016 from the Ministry 
of Human Resource Development, 
Department of Higher Education. It also 
generated its own income of Rs.2479.94 
lakh (Plan: Rs.1132.92 lakh and Non-
Plan: Rs.1347.02 lakh). The Trust had an 
unspent balance of Rs.552.59 lakh (Plan: 
Rs.198.48 lakh and Non-Plan: Rs.354.11 
lakh) of the previous years also. It utilized 
Rs.6071.17 lakh (Plan: Rs.2810.74 lakh 
and Non-Plan: Rs.3260.43 lakh) leaving an 
unspent balance of Rs.1580.01 lakh (Plan: 
Rs.1041.59 lakh and Non-Plan: Rs.538.42 
lakh) as on 31.3.2016.

The figure of Grants-in-Aid re-
ceived under Plan may please be 
read as Rs.2520.92 lac instead of 
Rs.2520.93 lac.
