The Pavilion is designed to highlight the
Constitution’s making and its enduring impact,
with visual cues that mirror the unity and
cohesion it brings to our diverse nation. The art
and craftsmanship showcased in the Pavilion
further draw attention to the Constitution’s
aesthetic richness.

The layout of the Pavilion reflects the
framework and structure of the Constitution
itself—meticulously organised to guide visitors
through its history, its art, and its continued
relevance in shaping India’s identity. By placing
the Constitution at the centre, the Pavilion
becomes a living representation of its

role as the blueprint that governs and unites
the three branches of government and the
citizens of India along with the fourth pillar,
Media, and its role in ensuring democracy.
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
